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What do candidates learn in the TKT program? 
 
The program is divided into three core modules, each of which focuses on a 
different aspect of teaching.  
 
Module One: Language and background to language learning and teaching 
 
Candidates are provided with an opportunity to brush up their skills while 
learning how to teach the basics: grammar, reading, writing, listening and 
speaking.  In addition, TKT candidates will explore the background of language 
learning, investigating issues such as motivation and learner characteristics. 
 
Module Two: Planning lessons and using resources 
 
TKT candidates get to the “nitty gritty” of teaching English.  Candidates are 
invited to identify their teaching goals while planning lessons.  In addition, 
classes focus on the components of a lesson plan. Candidates will explore 
teaching and reference materials as well as teaching aids. 
 
Module Three: Managing the teaching and learning process 
 
This module could also be described as “classroom management”. Candidates 
are given useful tools for more productive time in the classroom. Advice on 
giving feedback and corrections is explored, as well as an examination of the 
roles of teachers and students in the modern classroom.
